Passengers who ride the TTC immediately
before and after a GO Train or GO Bus trip can use the TTC
transfer from their first ride to board the secondTTC vehicle.

The GTA
Weekly Pass is an accepted fare on all TTC, Mississauga,
Brampton and York Region Transit routes, including service
for persons with disabilities which are operated by these
systems. Customers in possession of a GTA Weekly Pass
will not be required to pay the additional zone fare when
crossing municipal boundaries. The GTA Weekly Pass is
transferable, with conditions, and does not require a photo
identification. You may purchase a Greater Toronto Area
Weekly Pass at Lawrence West, Wilson, Downsview, Finch,
Islington, Warden, Kennedy, Scarborough Centre station
and at ticket agents located throughout York Region for
$37.25**.

ATwin Pass is a combined GO adult monthly
pass and a TTC Metropass, available only from GO Transit.
The GO monthly pass is valid for unlimited travel in one
calendar month by the pass holder between two specified
fare zones.Twin Pass holders can travel with a companion on
the GO system on Saturdays, Sundays, and statutory
holidays at no extra charge. Not transferable. Pass holders
must sign the front of the GO adult monthly pass, and must
produce a TTC Photo ID or valid driver’s licence upon
inspection.

York RegionTransit

(YRT) provides a variety of convenient
transit services for our customers. We make travelling easy
by offering over 50 YRT routes, contracted TTC routes, as
well as connections to many GO Transit travel options. In
addition to our many routes, YRT offers other beneficial
services for our customers including, Park 'n' Ride, Request
Stop, direct travel to York University and connections to GO
Train stations for only 25 cents.

The TTC is working with York Region Transit to provide
convenient travel options for our customers.There are many
TTC routes that operate directly between York Region and
subway stations in the City of Toronto. North of Steeles
Avenue, these routes operate like regular YRT routes. This
means you can travel between York Region and the City of
Toronto without changing buses.

:
If your trip is north of Steeles Avenue, board the TTC bus
and pay the SouthYork Region fare.
If you are traveling across the City of Toronto boundary at
Steeles Avenue, you will have to pay the TTC fare as well
as the South York Region fare when you board the bus.
The driver will give you a proof of payment transfer.

York Region Transit offers several transportation choices for
people who are unable to use regular public transit because
of physical disabilities. You must register to be eligible for
specialized bus services. Call our Mobility Plus office at 905-
